GENERAL RULES
USEF Rules
Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USEF rule book, Arabian Horse
Division, and will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith. We urge exhibitors to become members of the USEF so as to
familiarize themselves with the rules.
Registration
Horses shown In the Arabian division must have been issued a certificate of registration from the Arabian Horse Association
Registry and/or the Canadian Arabian Horse Registry or, if under one year of age, be eligible for registry, and registration applied
for and must be entered under their full registered name.
Half-Arabians and Anglo Arabians - Must be registered with the AHA Registry (Formally IAHA) in the Half-Arabian and/or
the Anglo-Arabian registry, or be eligible for registration and registration applied for and must be entered under their full
registered name.
Conduct - Cruelty to or the abuse of a horse by any person at a recognized show is forbidden. Excessive use of a whip on any
horse, in a stall, runway, schooling area, show ring, or elsewhere on the show grounds before or during a show, by any person,
constitutes a violation and renders the offender subject to penalty.
Age of horse and rider - For horse show purposes any horse shall be considered to be 1 year old on the first day of January
following the actual foaling date. Junior exhibitors are those who have not reached their 18th birthday by 12/1/007. Junior
exhibitors are considered amateurs and do not need amateur certification.
Stallions - Half-Arabian stallions may compete in Half-Arabian performance classes. Arabian Stallions may be shown in Junior
Exhibitor and Ladies Classes.
Attendants - All attendants must be neatly and properly dressed. Special attention should be given to dress and demeanor on
entering the ring.
Coggins Test and Health Certification -Washington requires that all horses entering the state have a negative coggins test and a
health certificate.

Resolution #9-90 - This resolution addresses mandatory funding for the Judges Commission and Education/Evaluation. All 'A' or
'B" rated shows must collect a $3.00 per horse fee.
Entries - Entry forms must be signed by all owners, riders, driver, trainers, coaches or agents. If there is no trainer, the
owner/agent must sign both lines. The person who signs as trainer must be 18 or over. Parent/guardian signature in required on
entry forms for juniors, or if not available, the trainer must sign on the minor’s behalf. Three entries constitute a class. The show
committee reserves the right to cancel or combine classes which have not filled. In the event a class is cancelled, the entry fee will
be refunded and exhibitors notified. Management reserves the right to accept entries for unfilled classes at regular fees. Show
management reserves the right to reject any entry if it seems to be in the best interest of the show.
Withdrawal of entries - The show committee agrees to refund entry/stabling fees on any horse not fit to show provided written
notice is given on or before entry closing date of April 23, 2008. After closing date and up to 6 p.m. May 25, 2008 withdrawal
must be accompanied by an OFFICIAL VETERINARIAN CERTIFICATE. Refund of entry fees may be reimbursed at the
discretion of the show management, less a $20 office fee, but stall and tack room fees will not be refunded. There will be no
substituting of classes.
Stabling - Stalls available Wednesday through Sunday. Anyone wishing to arrive early should contact the show secretary. Stall
assignment are made by postmark date. One stall per horse. All additional stalls will be if considered Groom/Ready/Tack stalls.
Once permanent stalls are full, horses will be assigned portable stalls. Daily stall rental is from 7 a.m. to 9 p.m. Early Arrival
and/or late departure is $15 per day/per stall.
Admission to the arena - No person may enter the space set aside for the judging or hold any communication with the judge
without permission of the steward or show committee, who will arrange an appointment with the judge at the proper place and
time. Failure to comply with this request could result in disqualification from subsequent classes and forfeiture of all entries, prize
money, trophies and ribbons.
Grounds Fees - A $10.00 charge per day will be assessed to each horse trailered in and not assigned a stall.
Disposal of Needles: “Sharps” is the title given to hypodermic needles & syringes, even in the equestrian environment; used
sharps are contaminated by contact with equine body fluids. Awareness of handling and proper disposal of sharps contributes to
the well being and safety of humans and animals. Such care is necessary, in fact imperative, to preclude an accidental puncture
wound, thus causing a portal for infectious agents. Any owner, trainer, exhibitor or their agents, who improperly dispose of
needles or other sharp disposable instruments, may be fined $100 by the competition management pursuant to USEF GR1210.4
Competition management will place sharps containers in the barn area and show office.

Minors who do not have a valid driver's license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will
not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility
vehicles on the competition grounds of recognized competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described
motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver's license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions
against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of
the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed
against any of the above individuals in accordance with USEF GR1401.29. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals
with disabilities are exempt from this rule.




Discipline - Exhibitors are warned that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the officials on the part of the owner,
trainer, groom or rider will disqualify the horse from adjudication. The show committee reserves the right to remove a
horse, owner, rider or groom from the show without being liable for compensation or damages. It is a violation of
USEF rules to commit any act or make remarks during the show that are considered offensive or made with the intent
to influence or cast aspersions on the judging, and any exhibitor may be barred from the show for this offense.
Leased Horses - Leased horses may not be shown (by the lessee) in amateur/owner classes. Combined ownership
is allowed in amateur/owner classes only when these owners are members of the same family.
Amateur Cards - Every Adult rider, driver or handler in classes for Amateurs must possess a 2008 Amateur Card
(Cards expire November 30 of each year) issued by the USEF Current 2008 Amateur Cards must be available for
inspection by the Show Secretary when numbers are picked up, or an application must have been made and filed with
the Show Secretary at least one hour before such class. NOTE: Space for Insertion of 2008 Amateur Card number is
on your entry blank. Please fill in. Send photocopy of USEF cards.
Protests - A protest must be filed as set forth in USEF Rules.
Owners - An owner's class is one in which every contestant Is an amateur and the rider or driver is the owner or an
amateur member of the owner's family. For show purposes the 'family' shall include the following: husband, wife,
parent, step-parent, child, step- child, brother, sister, half-brother, half-sister, aunt, uncle, niece, nephew, grandmother,
grandfather and in-laws of the same relation as stated above.
Limit, Novice & Maiden Horse
A class for novice horses is open to horses who have not won three first place ribbons at regular member shows in the
particular performance division in which they are shown. A class for maiden horses is for those which have not won a
first place ribbon at a regular member show. Status of horse is from the closing date of entries. A class for limit horses
is open to horses who have not won 6 first place ribbons at regular member shows in the particular performance
division in which they are shown.
Select* riders may compete in this class until they have won any of the following:

(1.) A Regional Top 5 or better in the corresponding AOTR or Open class.

(2.) A National Top Ten or better in the corresponding AOTR or open class.

(3.) Two AHA Regional Top Five awards or higher in a Select class that particular performance section in which

they are shown.
(4.) An AHA National Top Ten award or higher in a Select class that particular performance section in which they
are shown.

ARABIAN AND HALF-ARABIANIANGLO-ARABIAN SHOWING RULES

The Half-Arabian/Anglo-Arabian may be of any size. Long manes and tails are not required but an unbraided mane is
mandatory, except in Hunter, Jumper and Cutting Classes. Half-Arabian Hunter types with a mane shortened and
pulled showing under Hunter tack, may be permitted to carry a braided mane when exhibiting in Half-Arabian classes.
Purebred and Half-Arabians/Anglo-Arabians - Horse shall be shown without artificial appliances, which includes
tongue ties. The use of chains or rollers or similar devices on the showgrounds before or during a show are prohibited.
The show committee shall bar violators from further participating for the remainder of the show and they shall forfeit
all entry fees and winnings for the entire show. Action produced by such or similar methods shall be penalized Gag
bits are prohibited. “All horses competing in the Arabian, Half-Arabian and Anglo-Arabian Hunters, Jumpers,
Dressage, Eventing, Combined Driving, Pleasure Driving, Sport Horse and Working Western (Res. 12-05) Sections
shall be exempt from shoeing regulations. This does not exempt horses that are cross entered into any other classes
from compliance with the applicable shoeing requirements while competing in those classes.” The management
reserves the right to have one shoe removed and foot measured in any or all classes. Horses less than 2 years old must
be shown barefoot.

AWARDS: Trophy to first place in each class. Eight ribbons In Performance Championships, Equitation/Medal, and
Junior Exhibitor classes: five ribbons in all other classes. "First place TBA prizes will be awarded but may be
different from the regular show prizes.”

Dispute Not Covered by Rules - Should any question or dispute arise not provided for in the governing rules, the
same shall be referred to the Show Committee whose decision shall be final.

ENTRIES CLOSE APRIL 23, 2008

Entries must be postmarked no later than April 23, 2008

Post entries accepted prior to the closing of the prewession for an additional charge. No entries or stall
reservations will be accepted over the telephone. tlhasobligation of the exhitor to notify the show
office of any change in rider, drivemandier or cancellatioof entry. All entry, stdland miscellaneous fees
in full must accompany entry or entries may not be acdepiiéchecks must be iS funds. There will be

a $50 handling fee charged on all checks returned for any reason. NSF checks will not be re-deposited. Y
must replace it with cash, money order or a bank chretiding the $50 fee anahyp bank charges, within 7
days of notification or a post entry fee will be apglie your entry. Numbers will not be released until all
above conditions have been met. Postdated chetksiot be accepted. Ahotocopy of each horse's
registration papers (both sides) must accompany eatfly. Also enclose a photocopy of the owner's,
trainees, riders and handlersremt USEF and AHA membership darand USEF amateur certification.

USEF MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS

Life, senior active, and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at
Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined
Driving Competitions at the advanced level, Dressage, Reining, and Vaulting Competitions and
Endurance Rides provided the respective breed/discipline dues or breed/discipline category fee
has been paid. A non-member may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent,
coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining
Competitions, and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $20 nonmember registration
fee and a $5 breed/discipline category fee for each breed/discipline. Participants in the following
classes are exempted from the requirements of this rule; 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and
races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk/trot and academy classes (Academy classes are classes
limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux
and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions; 8) Opportunity classes. 9) citizens
of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own
National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage
Sport Horse Breeding classes.

MEMBERSHIP AFFIDAVIT FEE ALL PARTICIPANTS (RIDER, HANDLER, DRIVER, OWNER, TRAINER,
AGENT, OR LESSEE) MUST PRESENT TO THE COHETITION SECRETARY A CURRENT USEF
MEMBERSHIP CARD OR COPY THEROF. IN THE EVENT A PARTICIPANT DOES NOT HAVE HIS/HER
CARD OR COPY, HE/SHE MUST SIGN AN AFFIDAVIT AND PAY A $5.00 FEE, OR IF NOT A MEMBER
PAY THE $20. NON-MEMBER FEE + $5.00 B/D Fe@NLY INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE CURRENT MEMBERS
ARE ELIGIBLE TO COMPLETE AN AFFIDAVIT AND PAY THE $5.00 FEE. IF THE PERSON IS NOT A
MEMBER HE/SHE MUST PAY THE $20.00 NON-MEMBER FEE + $5.00 B/D Fee. IF AN INDIVIDUAL WHO
IS NOT A MEMBER FILLS OUT AN AFFIDAVIT, A FINE OF $200.00 WILL BE ASSESSED BY THE USEF

AHA MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENT

ALL RIDERS, DRIVERS, OWNERS, AGENTS AND HALTER HANDLERS WHO EXHIBIT HORSES IN THE
SHOW RING OR SIGN ENTRY FORMS AS THEESPONSIBLE PERSON FOR ANMIDIVIDUAL'S HORSES

AT THE SHOW MUST BE MEMBERS OF AHA OR PAY AN ADDITIONAL SINGLE-EVENT FEE OF $10.00
PER PERSON. MEMBERSHIP CARDS (OR PHOTOCOPIES) MUST BE MAILED WITH ENTRIES OR
SINGLE-EVENT MEMBERSHIP FEE MUST BE PAID.
